TERMS AND CONDITIONS
Permits are issued to homeowners in good standing. Homeowners will take full responsibility of any damage occurred during the time of rental of the community center and/or pool.  A walk through before and after will be conducted by CCHOA management and the homeowner.

DEPOSITS ACCEPTED, CHECK ONLY. Payments can be made by check, money order or cash. Checks must document the name of the resident and Charles Crossing address copied for CCHOA files. Returned checks for pool/community rentals will be subject to additional fees, such as bank fees, collection, and attorney fees.
1. Charles Crossing Homeowners Association Center and Pool may be leased to

members in good standing, at the discretion of the Board of Directors and its 
authorized agents, based on availability. 
2. Charles Crossing Homeowners Association, Inc., its agents, and employees are

not liable for any personal injury or property damage occurring on or about the


premises for any cause whatsoever.  The permit holders hereby agree to 
indemnify and hold harmless Charles Crossing Homeowners Association, Inc., its 
agents and employees from all claims, actions, damages, liability, costs, 
attorney’s fees and expenses in connection with any personal injury or any 
property damage arising or occasioned wholly or in part by any act or omission of 
the permit holders, their agents, employees, guests, or anyone else on the premises.  

Any claims made against Charles Crossing Homeowners Association, Inc., 
agents, or employees arising from this permit, or if Charles Crossing

Homeowners Association is required to employ an attorney to enforce the terms of this permit, the permit holder agrees to pay all reasonable attorney fees incurred by Charles Crossing Homeowners Association, Inc.  It is understood that this permit may be rescinded and voided with no refund of deposit and/or rental fee if it is discovered that the permit holder has given false information on permit 

application.

3. Requests for Permits must be made at least three (3) weeks prior to the event, all required paperwork and payments completed no later than two (2) weeks prior to the scheduled event.  Cancellations must be made at least on (1) week prior to the scheduled event, failing to cancel your event within one (1) week of the scheduled event will result in forfeiture of your returned deposit. These conditions pertain to Center and/or Pool permits. You may also change the date of your event 1 week prior to your scheduled event, if the date you selected is available.  If it is not, and you elect to cancel your event, forfeiture of your deposit will apply.
4. Following each rental an inspection of the premises will be conducted.  The decision of the inspector is FINAL. 
5. The security deposit will be applied to any damage to the premises or costs of clean up.  If for any reason the deposit does not cover the costs for cleanup and/or repair, the permit holder will be responsible for all expenses to return the center/pool in its original state and will be billed for the remaining clean up, r , and/or repair. CCHOA management refund deposit within 48 business hours after receipt of the inspection report. Additionally, the permit holder agrees to pay the costs of all attorney fees incurred by the CCHOA to enforce this provision. 
6. All rooms including restrooms, will be inspected after each event. The permit holder is responsible for damage and cleaning to the Center during and after the permit time period. The permit holder required to controlling entry to the facility during permit period.  Pool area must be cleared of all trash, decorations, food, personal items and etc. 
7. All decorations used in the building must be flame proof.  Nails, screws, push pins, staples, string, glue, or all tape are not permitted anywhere within the facility.  Permit holders may not make structural, electrical, cosmetic, alterations to the facility of any kind and/or attach items to the walls, ceilings, and/or ceiling fan.
8. Permit holders are not allowed to have grills which would include tabletops, George Foreman, roll-ins, charcoal or electric inside the pool area, and they are not allowed to cook inside the community center.
9. Charles Crossing HOA assumes no responsibility for the personal property of the permit holder or their guests and the permit holder must remove all personal property from the premises at the end of the reserved time period.

10. The issued permit must be in the possession of the person to whom it is issued and upon request, be shown to any authorized agent of Charles Crossing Homeowners Association, Inc. The person to whom the permit is issued must be in attendance (on the premises) for the entire event.
11. Charles Crossing Homeowners Association Board of Directors will require security on the premises during events where any of the following events occur: Events for anyone 10 years old through 25 years old; Guests in excess of 30; a DJ is performing. Charles Crossing HOA management will coordinate security personal, all charges for Security will be paid by the permit holder and an added expense to the contract.  If the permit holder for any reason, fail to disclose and/or falsify this policy will result in cancellation of the event and forfeiture of deposit and rental fee.
12. At gatherings of guests under 18 years of age, adequate adult supervision must be 

provided as follows: one adult for every 10 child/teen under the age of 18. Names, addresses and telephone numbers of chaperons must be furnished to the Property Management Office for Charles Crossing HOA at the time of submission of permit and payment.
13. Charles Crossing Homeowners Association, Inc. in its sole and absolute discretion reserves the right to refuse or cancel permits, and the right to refuse future permits, for any and/or no reason. Failure to comply any of the directives outlined in this permit will result in cancellation of the event, forfeiture of deposits and rental fee, and cancellation of the event.
14.  Permits are not “transferable”.

15. If any of the specifics regarding this permit are altered or changed in any way from the original permit as attached hereto and made a part here of, the Permit will be null in void.   

16. The Permit Holder must remove trash from the Center and place it in or near the trash receptacles; clean bathrooms, stack tables and chairs, mop and sweep floors.
17. Charles Crossing Homeowners Association, Inc. or the Property Management Office Employees, have the right to terminate an event being held with no refund of fees for misuse of facilities or for any violations of these Terms and Conditions or the Center Rental Rules, attached hereto and incorporated herein.

18. The Permit Holder understands and agrees that access is permitted only during the times noted on the Permit.  Entering the facilities at times other than the times for which permission is granted will be considered trespassing.
19. Permit Holders may be subject to a partial refund at the CCHOA Boards discretion for pool/community facility closures by the pool staff/management company, or CCHOA Board due to acts of nature and/or mechanical failures.
